
A 17km (11 mile) linear walk along the shoreline of Chichester Harbour Area of 
Outstanding Natural Beauty (AONB).  This third day begins at Nutbourne and heads west 
through Prinsted and then south to follow the shoreline of Thorney Island all the way round 
until it reaches Emsworth.  From here the route heads along the quay wall and westwards 
to Warblington, finishing in  Langstone.
Day 1 covers West Wittering to Fishbourne and Day 2 from Fishbourne to Nutbourne.

Chichester Harbour Trail Day 3: Nutbourne to Langstone

17km (11 miles) plus 1.5km (1 mile) 
to the bus stop

A flat route

Allow 2 miles per hour Moderate

OS Explorer 120 or use OSmaps app Check tides, high tide can flood the route at 
Langstone. Note options on Thorney Island.

Stagecoach 700 to Farm Lane, 
Nutbourne, by the caravan dealers.

Public car park next to The Ship pub, 
Langstone, currently free parking OR pay 
and display next to The Spring museum in 
Havant. Take the Stagecoach 700 bus to 
Nutbourne.

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Logistics start (can be done at the 
beginning or end): Leave the public 
car park in Langstone for a 1.5km walk 
to the 700 bus stop - follow shoreline 
route north a short way past the Royal 
Oak to a footpath by the old Mill and 
cross a field. Join the old Hayling Billy 
path north until the pay and display car 
park by The Spring Museum. Walk up 
to the road here and catch a 700 bus 
eastwards to Nutbourne. 

Start: in Farm Lane, 
Nutbourne and head 
south to the shoreline 
and then turn right.

Follow the shoreline 
through Prinsted, onto 
Thorney Island.

At the entrance gate, 
press the buzzer and 
listen for the click; this 
east gate is operated 
from a remote gatehouse

At the concrete ramp 
look for the steps up into 
the churchyard; see war 
graves in the grounds

At the road next to 
the sailing club:
LOW TIDE: go down 
onto the shore for a 
short way
HIGH TIDE: use the 
path behind the 
sailing club alongside 
the car park
Both routes join the 
shoreline path again

Follow the path 
south to reach the 
most southerly 
point by Pilsey 
Island

Follow the winding 
shoreline route 
northwards to reach 
the west gate and 
press the buzzer as 
before

At Emsworth Yacht 
Harbour follow the 
wide track until you 
see black and white 
chalets on your left, 
walk between these 
and the marina.

By The Deck café turn 
left and walk through 
the boatyard to an exit 
gate; pass the old tidal 
mill store (now terraced 
homes) and turn left 
along the embankment 
to Slipper Mill Pond.

By the Lord Raglan turn left 
and follow the road round 
into Emsworth Square 
(actually a triangle) and 
then left down South Street 
to the launch hard.

Follow route out 
onto the quay wall.

By Nore Barn Woods 
look for the footpath 
leaving the shoreline 
and through fields.

Footpath goes through 
Warblington Cemetery 
and out into a field.

Follow shoreline 
back to the finish.
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
