A 18km (1172 mile) linear coastal and shoreline route of Chichester Harbour starting
at the famous sandy beach at West Wittering and passing by the National Trust sand
dunes of East Head, ltchenor, a hub for sailing and the base for the Chichester Harbour

Conservancy, Birdham, home to Chichester Marina, Dell Quay which has the Crown and
Anchor pub on the shoreline and finishing by the Mill Pond in Fishbourne.

Day 2 covers Fishbourne to Nutbourne and Day 3 Nutbourne to Langstone.
